The coverage of the data

cannot, therefore, be considered as either complete or up-to-date •. FUture

reyieions of this paper will therefore be necessary in the light of :fuller

country information which becomes available.

2. The data are presented in three parts, namely,

Part A. International Tables

Part B. Country Tables: Income Tax Records

Part C. Country Tables: Household Budget Surveys

Although useful data on income distribution are available from establishment­

ty~ surveys (i.e. surveys of employment and earnings and of industrial

production arid distribution) for 15 ·to 23 countries of the region, depending

on the kind of surveys held; from SOCial security records (e.g. Maaa€ascar);

and some limited data also from population censuses (i.e. for memb~rsof the

former Federation of Rhodesia and Nyasaland and for the RepUblic of 'South

Africa), these data have not been included'in the present volume. The data

on Lncome distribution derived from establishment-type surveys have been and

are expected to continue to be one of the main sources of annual data on

income distribution for selected countries of the region, and their eXclusion

from this'paper naturally constitutes a major deficiency, which it 1S hoped

will be made good at a later date.

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11. Table 6 represents an approximation to the concept of the total

consumption of the population. The latter is defined to include not only

the household consumption expenditure of goods and services (inoluding

final consumption of own production), but also the free goods and services

whioh general gove~nment and private non-profit institutions provide ·to

the population, individually or collectively, and whioh employers provide

to their ,employees collectively.1/ This concept is oonsidered to furnish

a more complete measure of the level of living of households than personal

consumption, and is suitable as a basis for making international comparisons.

In Table 6, the whole known government consumption expenditure on educational

and health services by countries of the region have been assumed to be

approximately free of charge for the population. Data on goods and

servioes provided by employers free and colleotively to their employees,

are almost oompletely lacking for most countries of the region; however,

they are not oonsidered to be important in the current African context·

and are consequently left out of aocount i~ the table. From the table, it Gan

be seen that the educational' and health services provided by general gove rnment

to the popUlation accounted for a varying percentage (i.e. from under 1 to
about 7 per cent) of the total consumption of the popUlation for the countries
included.

£216 for single persons. Taxable income of assessed taxpayers

accounted for 10.2% of the GDP for 1965;

(k) Zambia: Data covered incomes of £800 and more per annum for

married persons and £400 and above for single persons. The

taxable income of assessed taxpayers accounted for 48.8% of the

14. There is, however, a case for expressing taxable incomes assessed

as,s percentage of the GDP in the monetary sector, rather than of the total

GDP, ·of S oountry. The latter term (i.e. the total GDP) includes

subsistenoe produotion, the incomes derived from which are not generally

assessed for income tax purposes in African countries. When the assessed

taxable inoomes of the countries are expressed as a percentage cf the

monetary GDP only, the percentage cQverage of the data would improve

oonsiderably, depending on the relative siz~ of ,sUbsistence production

in the countries ooncerned.
