C. Public Finance

The public finance statistics is relatively the most reliable

information available currently with only 3~4 months lag. The consoli

dated public sector account have been compiled for the first time.

The public finance section of the C.S.O. is hoping to update those ..,

statistics and improve on them from time to time.

As far as banking statistics iscpncerned, besides carrying out

the regular compilation of monetary data, the C.S.O. intends.to compile

seasonally adjusted series.

Both the Monthly and Annual External Trade Statistics are published

jointly by C.S.O. and .Customs Head-Office. The commodity classification

for the monthly.publication is restricted to the three digit level.

Direction of trade, as well as cumulative data, both for quantity and

value are given.. The annual publication gives details based on-the six

digit commodity classification, by country of origin and destination.

The last such census was conducted in I969/7O, As from June this year
the more variable of these statistics will be collected on a current

basis from a rotating area sample of about one third the total area,

spread over the entire country. The sampls is a stratified multi-stage

one with ecological ones forming the strata. About one-third of the

enumeration areas are-randomly selected in e ch stratum, and these form

the primary sampling.units. About six farming households are selected

in each enumeration area as secondary samplingunits, the product of the

probabilities of selection of first stage and second stage sampling unit

within each sample E.A. is equal to the overall sampling fraction. This

results in a self-weighting scheme. For yeild estimation sample plots

are selected within crop fields and these axe harvested.

National Accounts :

The last issue of the National Accounts report published relates

to the fiscal year 1967/68. Since the last conference, services of an
expert have been procured and he has been working on the revision of the

published figures from 1966/67 as well as producing new tables for 1968/69
to I97O/71 and these will be ready before conference date. The 1970.

Agricultural Census figures provided the necessary base on which reliable

estimates could be built; from this base, the Bureau was also able to

make intercensal estimates of agricultural production for the years

between i960 arid 1970. It is worth mentioning, however, that the census

year (1970) was a poor one and production figures were, on the whole,
rather low.

Little progress has been made in the implementation of the New

S.N.A.^ however simplified tables of the system will be produced for

the. year 1970/71. and, hopefully, improvements will be made from then on.

l Ho significant changes have been made within the Documentation and
Statistics Service for more than rix years.

Rwanda's statisticians are trained at the C,E. SOD. in Paris, the
Ecole de Statistique at Abidjan, and the Institut de Ebrmation Statistique
at Yaounde. At present, we have 24 graduates of these schools; 18 of them
are engaged xn statistical work and of these 13 work in the Documentation
and Statistics Service. One-third of the staff of the Service, therefore,
has received training in statistics; the remainder being trained on the job
It should be added that we currently have seven people in training.

In iihe statistics field, we have from time to time received assistance,
in the form of personnel and financing, from the international organiza
tions (UN, OCAM), or from foreign Government bodies (Belgian Ministry for
Sbreign Affairs). At the moment, however, we have two projects which we
are unable to finance and for which no foreign aid has been pledged. The
two projects in question concern the household consumption survey and the
upgrading of civil registration statistics.

The Service's activities are centred on the data for publication in
our quarterly statistical newsletter. These data relate principally to

prices, production, foreign trade, social statistics (education, health,
manpower, social security) and public finance . statistics. Because of: the
lack of finances and the shortage of qualified staff, we are not able to
carry out many surveys. The only survey that has been conducted over the
last eight years is the annual survey on industrial production.

In accordance with advice from experts in the field, Rwanda has not '
yet felt it advisable to acquire mechanical data processing equipment:
consequently, all work is done manually. For large-scale undertakings,

we are obliged to call on outside assistance. This was the case for our
1970 demographic survey.
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The only publication produced by our service is the Bulletin de

Statis'tique, ' which appears'quarterly; In the'future', we hope'to publish

a statistical newsletter,'" in addition to a survey of the economic'situation..

As far as the' collection of information is concerned,.the main handicap

The first population census in the U.A.R. was taken in 1882. After

a lapse..of 15. y,©arsf, the-, second; census .was'taken, in-1897 on. a-more-modern

basisI.'^Prom then.

The 1970 Population and housing census was to be taken as scheduled

but it was deemed necessary, due to the prevalent conditions, that it be

postponed for the time being.

In addition, as was mentioned earlier, the Egyptian five-year plan of

statistical development had considered the performance of a microcensus of

population to be taken on a sample basis in the middle of the intra-censal

period. The said census was carried out by the CAPMAS in May 1966 and has
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teen considered as a large scale pilot investigation of the methods of
planning, organization and administration of the next population ahd
homing census in a way to ensure complete coverage and-to determine the,,
effective methods of compilation of data most accurately.

A good deal of experience.has thus accumulated over years through the
performance of .census operations. A large number of enumerators and census
crew leaders have acquired skill in the census work through.continuous
practice and the attendance of intensive .training courses. . ■

A complete' housing census was taken for the first time in 1966 in
the metropolitan housing area of Greater Cairo. Information on housing
conditions, rent and household size and composition were collected with
regard to each housing; unit, together with information oa type and com
position of building, connection of building to various public utilities,
building materials, etc. The housing census was taken in conjunction with
the population, sample census. The evaluation, of- this.experiment was meant
to give an answer whether the next census should follow the same procedure
or otherwise be taken separately.

VII. Programme of the Census of Agriculture

Among areas for which census type data are needed ia that of
agriculture. This census has been taken every ten years in the U.A.R.
since 1929. The fourth-round however was taken in i960 after the
performance of the population census, arid Vas'considered the first of a
new series to be carried out on a decennial basis.

The census of agriculture is meant to provide comprehensive information
in physical, financial and other terms, about the structure, organization
and.operation of the. agricultural economy. The 1970 census of agriculture
was to. be taken as. scheduled but it was deemed necessary, due to the'
prevalent-conditions, that' it be postponed for the time being.

1. The East African Statistical Department is part of the Common Market and

Economic Affairs Secretariat, which is the planning agency of the Eas-i African

Community and is primarily responsible for the long-term planning of community,,

services, for co-ordination of planning in the Partner States, and for the

operation- of the common market provisions of the Treaty for East African

Co-operation. . " . * '

2. " Although administratively under the Common Market and Economic Affairs

Secretariat, the East/African Statistical Department is in effect the oentral

statistical office of the East African Communtiy- The only other statistical

units in the Community are the Statistical Branch of the East African Customs

and Excise Department1 (responsible for processing trade statistics) and small

units in the four self-financing Corporations and the natural research organiza

tions, whose statistical work is co-ordinated by the East African Statistical

Department.

3. The East African Statistical Department is headed by the Chief Statisti

cian, who draws his powers and duties from1 the Statistics Act (Cap»37r IjS'wf of
the Community). The annual budgetary provision for the Department-, which

amounts to some $400,000, is included in the Secretariat vote but an internal -

allocation is made annually and the' Chief Statistician appointed an accounting

officer and receiver of-revenue. . ' .

4. The principal functions of the Department are: (a) to provide a statistic

al service to the East African Community institutions; (b) to supply data on

the operations of the East African Community institutions; (c) to co-ordinats,

harmonize, and publish the major Partner State series on'an East African basisr

Staff and Administration

5. Since the Seventh Conference of African Statisticians, the Department"o

staff establishment has been strengthened by the addition oif 5 professional

posts, so.that by July* 1973» the total establishment stood at 115 excluding

the Training Centre staff* . Of these, 19 are professional, 35 sub-professional,

and the rest are supporting staff. However, of the 19 professional posts, 9

were vacant almost throughout the period under review, and, of the 10 officers

in post, 3 were on full—time'training at any one time. The effective strength

was therefore rather low.

Staff Training

6. - The training of staff was given high priority,^ even at the expense of

operational activities. During the 1972-1973 period, four young proffosaionnls

were sponsored for training overseas-and;one sub-professional officer completed'

an undergraduate course at the Institute of Statistics and Applied Economics'

in Kampala. Also, in 1973» the Department took advantage of a scheme whereby

the Community directly sponsors students at the three East African universities„

Over the period, 1973-1978, the Department expects to Bponsor at least six
