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Preface

This edition of DEVINDEX-AFRICA (1990, no. 1)
contains references to recent 1990 additions to PAD-
DEV, the bibliographic data base on social and
economic development in Africa maintained by the
Pan African Development Information System
(PADIS)oftheUnited Nations EconomicCommission
for Africa (ECA).

Most of the literature reported is of an unconven
tional, or"fugitive" nature, not readily locatedthrough
the normal bibliographic indexes which concentrate
on commercially published material.

The bulk of the entries in this edition come from
four sources: two were important conferences of the
ECA, viz., the Sixth Session ofthe Joint Conference of
African Statisticians, Planners and Demographers
held in Addis Ababa in January 1990and the Interna
tional Conference on Popular Participation in the
Recoveryand Development Process in Africa held in
Arushain February1990;anothergroupof documents
were entries contributed bythe West African Develop
ment Information System (WADIS) based in Niamey
consisting of documents producedby the ECA Multi
national Programming andOperationalOffice(MUL-
POQ in Niamey. The fourth source is new to the
PADIS network; recently a number of organisations
from outside Africa have requested to be PADIS in
stitutional participating centres - contributing their
"fugitive" documentsrelated to Africandevelopment,
many of them written by African authors, to the
PADIS system in order to widen their distribution
within Africa. These centres to date are in Canada,
Japan and the United States. This issue contains a
number of particularly interesting entries from the
Centre de Sahel of Laval University, Laval, Quebec,
Canada. Copiesof all these documents areavailable
upon requestunder PADIS'documents delivery ser
vice.

Records in this issue were processed at ECA by
MINISIS software developed at IDRC for use on a
Hewlett Packard^CHXX) computer. A tape containing
the records included in this issue is available, in ISO
2709 format, to national subregional, and institutional
participating centres. Information can also be
downloaded onto diskettes in the format ofthe users'

preference.
