The Algerian Journal Officiel of 10 Deceuber 1965 anunounced the
signature, on 2% July 1964, of a trade agreement between Algeria and
Syria which is valid for ore year from 25 November 1965, and thereafter
renewable by tacit agreement,

Algerian exports to Syria comprise some TH items and will include
wines, citrus fruits, tyres, phosphates, essential oils, machinery,
tractors, motor cars, oil and petroleum products, Syrian exports to
Algeria will incluue confectionery, tobacco, oils, textile fabrics, pumps,

handicraft products ana plastic products,.
No quota values are given.

Ghang = Czechoslovakia

It hags been announced that Ghana and Czechoslevakia had signed two

agreements extending economic ce-operation between them.

The first,; a supplementary protocol te the long-term trade agreement
of 1961, establishes the arrvangement Tor thie exchange of goods in 1%66,
Czechdslovakia will sup»nly to CGhana engineering products, investment
wnits, tractors, cars, textiles, footwear, malt, hops and costume jewel-
lery. She will also complete the comstruction of a sugar refirery at
Komenda and a shoe factory. Czech imvorts from Ghena will include exotic
tinber, oiliseeds, tobacco and an increased guantity of cocea beans., To
facilitate the expansibn of trade, the credit limit previded by Czecho-
slovakia will be doubled.

The secowud was a protocol adjusting some of the terms of the 1561
agreement oun economic co-~operation., Within the scope of the agreement,
Czechoslovakia will gupply Chana with a factory for the productien of

ceramics.and with installations for water economy,

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Ghana - Hast CGermany

On 29 December 1965, Ghana and East Germany signed a protocol for
a 1966 trade agreement which will double the volume of trade between the
two countriss. Under the agreement Ghana will export cocoa beans and
products, timber, tropical fruit and other products, and import East
German machinery and equipment, vehicles, pharmaceutical products and
consumer goods.

A trade agreement has been concluded in December 1965 with Hungary,
covering the year 1966, under which Ghana will provide wood, cocoa and
consumer goods in exchange for brickworks equipment, textiles, shoes
and medicines.

coffee, pineapple Jjuice and bananas from Guinea.

It is reported that a protocol on trade and technical co-operation
between Guinea and Yugoslavia was signed on 28 December 1965, The protocol
provides for a considerable increase in trade compared with the present
level. Yugoslav exports to Guinea will include textiles, pharmaceuticals,
food products, equipment and spare parts. Cuinea will export bananas,

pineapples, coffee and other agricultural products.
