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INTRODUCTION

1. This Directory is a revised up-dated version of the second edition of the
"African directory of demographer's" published by ECA in 1969 (E/CN.14/pOP/1l).

2. )he Directory represents an attempt to gather together in one place
information relating to demographers from African countries, as well as
demographers from other countries who have specialized in or have an interest
in demographic studies concerning the African region. The interdisciplinary
nature of demography is reflected in the wide spectrum of demographic specializa­
tions of the experts included - sociological, statistical, medical, and so on.

3. Background. The idea of prepar-ing such a Directory was initiated at an
informal meeting on African Demography organized in Belgrade in September 1965
during the World PopulatIon Conference. The meeting felt that there was an urgent
need for closer contacts among demographers working in Africa, and that one means
of ensuring such contattts' was the periodic issue of a Directory.oc The ECA
secretariat was requested to undertake its preparation.

4. After the suggestion has been approved by the appropriate administrative and
legislative bodies of ECA, the first issue of the Directory (E/CN.14/CAS.5/8)
was published in 1967. The second edition was issued in 1969.

5. Collection of Data. For the preparation of this edition, forms were
circulated in 1975 to all statistical offices, planning offices, universities and
other institutions, as well as to individuals. The publication of this Directory
has been unduly delayed because the collection of data did not proceed as quickly
as was expected. Despite considerable efforts by the ECA secretariat to ensure
fuller coverage, replies to the request for relevant data did not come in as
quickly as expected.

6. Presentation of data •• Information on 316 persons is presented in this
edition. The following summary data were culled from the available information,
and are presented in the order below.

[a) Name: Family name (in capitals), first and other names
(b) Date of birth
(c) Nationality
[d) Present position (title)
[e) Responsibilities of post
(f) Name of employer [if government employee, name of office)
(g) Other positions currently held, especially in population and related

fields
(h) Previous position(s)

related fields
(j) Educational qualifications (course or type of diplomas above secondary

or high-school (level)
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(k) Field of specialization
(1) Areas of interest in the field of population
(m) Important publications
(n) Postal address

7. Classification. The entries are classified by nationality, countries in
each sub-region and persons in each country alphabetically. The distribution
by nationality and country of residence is set out in table 1. An annex
has also been prepared, listing all persons included alphabetically by family
name and indicating the page number where the names appear.

8. In spite of the efforts of the secretariat, detailed information could
not be obtained for all persons included; this is reflected in the scme
omissions. Moreover, we know that though the Directory contains more names than
the previous one(3l6 as against 262),it does not contain the names of all the
persons, we think should have been included. In addition, much of the
information, especially on addresses, is already obsolete. This could not be
avoided because of the slowness with which respondents replied to our requests
for data. We could have published a smaller Oirectory earlier, but we think
it would have been less useful to users.

9. Despite these omissions and other possible inaccuracies, we hope the
Oirectory will be useful to demographers specializing on Africa as well as
Governments, agencies, institutions and individuals. It is hoped that with
better co-operation from all concerned our next attempt will be better.

10. The secretariat would be grateful for any additional information and
suggestiosn which could improve future editions. All such suggestions may be
addressed to the Chief, PopUlation Division, United Nations Economic Commission
for Africa, P.O. Box 3001, Addis Ababa, Ethiopia.

11. In conclusion the secretariat would like to thank all persons who
completed the data forms, and the agencies, institutions and individuals which
gave valuable assistance in the preparation of the directory.
